establishment or residence, can participate in most of the calls of Horizon 2020. Furthermore, in many cases, the EU will
fund at least partly the participation of the international partners (see below).

Encouraging International Cooperation

In addition to this general openness of most Horizon 2020 calls to non-EU researchers, many calls particularly encourage
cooperation with non-EU partners. &All calls are published in bi-annual "Work Programmes” and can be found in the
International cooperation topic page.

Too few African scholars are applving for research grants through the
European Research Council (ERC), according to Professor Jean-Pierre
Bourguignon, the council's president.

Visiting Nairobi, Kenya last month with representatives of the
European Union to champion research cooperation and partnerships
in research and innovation between Europe and Africa, Bourguignen
said although he was impressed by the drive of African scientists, he
lamented the small number of African applicants seeking the EU
grants compared with the rest of the world.

“I feel that the number of Africans who receive the ERC grants is too
small,” he said during a day-long meeting at the African Academy of
Sciences on 20 March.

“Probably, part of the problem is that the programme is not so well
Iknown, and that is partly the purpose of my visit,” the France-born
mathematician told University World News.
