THE 2023 THEME DAY

The topic of the 2023 Theme Day is “Green transition and biodiversity”.

The green transition refers to a systemic shift towards more resilient ecosystems 
and equitable economies, building on the principles of the Sustainable Devel­
opment Goals (SDGs) of United Nations Agenda 2030. To continue preserving 
the necessary biodiversity, we must in particular protect, restore and promote 
sustainable use of terrestrial ecosystems, sustainably manage forests, combat 
desertification, and halt and reverse land degradation and halt biodiversity loss 
(SDG 15) and promote sustained, inclusive and sustainable economic growth, full 
and productive employment and decent work for all (SDG 8).

Young researchers working on topics affecting areas outside Europe and rela­
ted to the Green Transition and Biodiversity, topic of the Theme Day, are invited to 
present their findings 

For researchers at an early stage, it is an opportunity to share their research ques­
tions, methodological approach and findings with other young researchers as 
well as with experienced scientists. 

The Day will be divided into three sessions comprising oral presentations and 
posters. These will be organized according to the submissions. Posters will be pre­
sented on­site and not online.
